to previous belief, moderate con-
sumption of eggs does not have a
negative impact on cholesterol. In
fact, recent studies have shown thal
regular consumption of two eggs per
day does not affect a person's lipid
profile and may, in fact, improve it.
Research suggests that it is saturate
fat that raises cholesterol rather than
dietary cholesterol.
